For Nissan® and Tohatsu® 40C, 40D, and 50D models:

If a thrust washer is not used, severe damage could occur to the propeller and/or engine drive.

(Omit included #N513 and #NT6070 SPACERS. They are for 50C to 70B models.)

1) Make sure your OEM thrust washer is in place.
Clean and grease the splines of the prop shatt.
(Any marine grade grease is acceptable.)

(Generic thrust washer shown here on prop shaft)

2) Slide HUB ASSEMBLY into PROPELLER
HOUSING from the front.

3) Slide the PROPELLER ASSEMBLY on the prop
shaft.

4) Slide the PROP NUT SPACER #12050 and OEM
FLAT WASHER onto the propeller assembly before
prop nut.

5) Tighten prop nut according to your Engine Owner’s
Manual for proper prop nut torque and fit
specifications.

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2) Slide HUB ASSEMBLY into PROPELLER
HOUSING from the front.

3) Slide SPACER #NT6070 onto OEM thrust washer.
Slide the PROPELLER ASSEMBLY on the prop shatft.

4) Slide the PROP NUT SPACER #12050 & #N513
onto the propeller assembly before prop nut.

5) Tighten prop nut according to your Engine Owner’s
Manual for proper prop nut torque and fit
specifications.
